I specialise in natural images, outdoors,
ideally in beautiful, soft light. 

I’ll capture your personalities and the deep
bond between you. I’ll give you some
guidance so that you look your absolute
best, but I’ll do this in a way that doesn’t
spoil the fun or kill the spontaneity.

Yes! Typically, I blend traditional, naturally posed images (nothing too formal) with more fun, candid shots.
However, we can, of course, keep your photography completely natural! Please let me know in advance if
you’d like your photographs to be 100% ‘documentary’, so I can plan for this scenario.
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Will there be other people on the tour?

No, this is an exclusive private tour experience for couples (or solo travellers).
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“I booked a private tour and couple’s photography with Karen as a gift to my
parents for their golden wedding anniversary.

They were over from the States on a cruise, and the ship called in at
Invergordon. Karen picked my parents up there and took them for a day out

in the Inverness area.

Throughout the day, Karen captured lots of lovely, natural photos of my
parents. We’re all delighted with the pictures (we love them!), which marked
a significant milestone in their marriage and captured their memories of a

very special day out in the Scottish Highlands.”

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How do we plan 
around the weather?

Providing that your itinerary is flexible, I’ll
book you into a two-day timeslot. I’ll keep
an eye on the weather forecast in the run
up to your tour, and we’ll choose the day
that will give us the best conditions for
portrait photography. This might mean
prioritising soft, flattering light over bright
sunshine but, most importantly, I’ll be
trying to avoid heavy rain or high winds!

It’s worth noting that the Scottish weather
forecast is often only reliable a day or two
in advance, but I’ll give you as much notice
as possible. Please come prepared and be
ready to embrace the elements if the
weather conditions are less than ideal (by  
bringing a waterproof, cosy layers, a
change of footwear and extra socks!). 
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Do you run private tours 
all year round?

Yes! To be honest, autumn/fall and winter in Scotland are
under-rated. The weather and light can often be really
beautiful and atmospheric, and locations are noticeably
quieter. 

If you’re booking a private tour during the low season, we
might need to be more mindful of the temperatures, and the
conditions underfoot. Also, we might need to be more
selective about which location(s) we use, as some places can
look a little bit bare in winter. Furthermore, we might need to
adjust your tour itinerary due to the shorter hours of daylight.

If your tour takes place in the low season, please put extra
thought into planning your clothing and footwear. Ultimately,
please come prepared whatever the weather, whatever time
of year. For instance, a sunny day in spring can still be really
cold and I’ve seen people who are not adequately wrapped
up.

The tour and the end result - the photographs - will be better
if you’re dressed appropriately. 
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How fit do we need to be?

My tours can be adapted, if needed, in order
to be accessible to everyone. However, the
itineraries in this eBook assume an average
level of fitness. 

If you have mobility issues or your fitness
levels are below average, then please be
upfront about this at the time of booking, so
that I have plenty of time to plan your tour
and not be faced with having to make last-
minute changes on the day. 

Also, regardless of your level of fitness, please
wear appropriate footwear! All the tours will
involve walking on some rough and uneven
ground, so it’s probably best to leave the
stilletto heels at home! 
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What should we wear?
I've produced a handy eBook with my advice on what to wear, and galleries to inspire you. Just
follow the link below to save this to your phone or desktop. Please read the detail but, to
summarise, you want to dress for the season and the location; colour coordinate but don't
match; and avoid a rogue piece of clothing and big logos. Also, please wear sensible footwear so
you can walk on rough ground.

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Can we have an 
outfit change?

Yes, absolutely! You can have at least one
outfit change during your tour. 

It will be most convenient for you to
change outfits when we stop for lunch,
and you can use the bathroom facilities
where we’re dining. 

You’ll be welcome to change outfits one
more time, if you wish, but I can’t promise
you would have access to a suitable
changing area.

Do you have a drone?

Yes, and I’ll aim to fly it at a couple of locations, weather and local flying restrictions permitting. 
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Will we see Highland cows?

I can’t promise that we’ll get an opportunity to get
close to Highland cows or capture portraits with
them in the background. However, if the opportunity
arises, we’ll certainly stop to say ‘hello’ to a hairy coo
and capture some photos with them!

You are more likely to see Highland cows on the
following tours:

The Loch Ness Tour, where you are
guaranteed to see the resident cows at our
lunch stop (please note this does not apply
to the Loch Ness & Glen Coe Tour).

The Isle of Skye, where there’s a good
chance of seeing the cows but it might be
at a busy roadside location.

The Wester Ross South Tour, as there is a
free-range fold of cows in Applecross.
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Are you a good driver?
I’m one of the safest drivers on the roads! I stick to
the rules, I don’t speed, I don’t dawdle, and I don’t
take risks. 

I passed my test way back in 2003 and I’ve been
safely driving my clients around since becoming
self-employed in 2017, on portrait photography
tours, landscape photography workshops, and on
wedding days. I’m also fully insured.

I enjoy driving in the Highlands. On the tour, I’ll
want to ensure you feel completely comfortable in
the car so that you can enjoy the journey too.

What’s the vehicle like?
You’ll be in the back of my air-conditioned Skoda
Karoq. The seats are comfortable, there’s a
generous amount of legroom, and, best of all,
there’s a huge sunroof which lets in lots of natural
light and offers great views of the scenery
overhead!
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What do we need to 
bring with us?

The car boot will be almost full with my camera
equipment, lighting equipment, and drone. 

I’ll be able to squeeze one piece of luggage in the boot
for you, similar in size to an airline carry-on bag. Any
other items may need to go beside you in the back seat.

Please pack as lightly as possible but ensure you are
fully equipped for the day ahead and all weathers. 

Please wear sensible footwear so you’re able to walk
over rough and uneven ground. Please pack waterproof
clothing, cosy layers, a change of footwear and socks (in
case of wet feet!), sunglasses, and perhaps a sunhat or
beanie, depending on the time of year. 

I’ll bring a few items for you, including water, snacks,
sunscreen, midge nets, hand warmers, and a blanket to
snuggle into in the backseat. I always carry a first aid kit. 
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Your tour might be part of your wedding or
anniversary celebrations, in which case you
may want flowers. A bouquet is also helpful
for putting you in a variety of natural poses.

I can organise flowers but please note that
this is not included in the price of the tour,
and there would be an additional charge. 

If you would like flowers, please provide as
much information as possible, in terms of
the style, colours, and your budget. The
simplest approach would be to provide some
images in an email or a Pinterest board.

Please also let me know if you’d like anything
extra in addition to a bouquet, such as a
flowers for your hair, a corsage, and/or
buttonhole flower (boutonnière). 

Can you organise flowers?
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Is entry to visitor
attractions included 

in the price?

If your tour itinerary includes a castle or
other ticketed visitor attraction, then the cost
of entry tickets will be included in the price. 

Please note that members of the public will
be present at these visitor attractions. 

As such, we will need to be mindful of others
and I may need to downscale my lighting
equipment in order to avoid getting in the
way of other people, and to comply with
health and safety regulations at places such
as Urquhart Castle and Eilean Donan Castle. 
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Is food included in the
price?

Lunch is included with all of my tours. There
will also be a selection of snacks in the car. A
fine dinner is included in the tours which visit
Glen Coe. 
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Email communication in the run up to your portrait photography tour.

Reservation of a two-day timeslot, to give us the best chance of good weather.

Preparation of the vehicle (washing and valeting).

Travel throughout the tour, including pick-up and drop-off at an agreed location.

A delicious and relaxing lunch (cake included!). A fine evening meal is also included on the Glen Coe tours.

Entry tickets, if your tour includes a castle or other ticketed visitor attraction.

Up to approximately three or four hours of professional portrait photography across various stunning locations.

One or more outfit changes.

Post-production digital editing with each file carefully selected and edited in my signature classic style.

An online gallery with a facility for purchasing prints.

High resolution images as a digital download.

Commitment to providing you with beautiful imagery, the very highest standard of client service, and an excellent
and informative Highland tour experience.

All-inclusive pricing, with no hidden costs. However, a choice of package upgrades are available. 

What’s included in the price?

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Do you sell products?
I offer a range of products, including branded USB drives, a range of beautifully hand-crafted albums, and
wall art. Please note that additional fees would apply for overseas shipping and that I’m unable to ship wall
art overseas. The photography packages include digital images only, for a couple of reasons. Firstly, a large
percentage of my clients come from overseas; digital-only photography packages helps to keep things
simple. Secondly, if you decide to purchase products, I want you to have free rein in your decision-making
and not be tied to a particular size of album or frame.

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Do you offer multi-day tours?
No, all my tours are single day excursions only. This allows me to be more flexible around
the weather (and not be tied down to accommodation bookings).
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Are tour itineraries subject to change?

However, some slight changes are possible, e.g. if a
café or restaurant is closed or fully booked on the day of your tour; if shorter hikes are needed in order to
meet a client’s particular level of mobility; or to give the best chance of seeing dolphins on the Black Isle.

Venture over the Bealach na Bà road pass, which has the greatest ascent of any road in the
UK, rising from sea level to 626 metres (2,054 feet) in 6 kilometres (3.7 miles). The road twists
and turns through fabulous mountain scenery and offers wonderful views to Skye and beyond.

Visit the picturesque ruins of the fifteenth-century Strome Castle overlooking Loch Carron and
a stony beach, before departing at 17:30.
